Bee-coming Aware of Sin 
 In our men’s Bible studies we frequently come across in-

structions for Christians to do something about the sin we discover 

in our lives—part of the “producing fruit” that God is looking for.  

This past summer some members of a supporting church generously 

gave us some work days where they came and helped with a variety 

of tasks, including painting.  We were happily painting one of our 

sheds one day when somebody noticed some bees buzzing around.  

We saw that they were coming from under a pallet on the ground, so 

we moved away and finished the day somewhere else.  The next 

morning I realized I had to make a choice:  EITHER  I could leave 

the bees alone—put a fence around the spot, give up the painting 

and the use of that area, OR, carry out the complete elimination of 

the beehive, with the risks and the unknown repercussions.  I like to 

finish a job so I went with the 2nd choice.  It took a morning of fire, 

long poles, spray, and several days’ wait for the bees to give up on 

the spot. 

 The same two choices present themselves when we become 

aware of harmful habits and patterns that God calls sin.  Tiptoe or 

attack.  The world needs to see the cleansing power of Jesus’ gift of 

Salvation.

Some Things to Remember about Discipline

As a parent, one must understand the direction, the “end point,” and have some strategy to get there.  If a parent 
doesn’t understand this, then the purpose of discipline becomes nothing more than telling a child what NOT 
TO DO, without telling them what TO DO

Get to know your child.  Ask what is happening in their life.  Don’t share your opinion until they ask.  Move toward 

them.  Get their take on things in their world.

Discipline is about the child—not about you.  Don’t hand out a consequence just because it makes you mad.  Hand 

it out because, if they continue in the inappropriate behavior, the result will be something that is harmful to 
them, and will take them somewhere they really don’t want to go.

 Let everything cool down first.  When you do approach your child, let them know that you’d like to talk about 

something that has come up.  Lead with questions.  Give opportunities for answers.  Keep telling yourself that 
this is about them, not you.  Share your concerns.

Parents are, at times, much too quick to rescue a child from their discomfort, thus keeping them from learning 

from their mistakes or choices.  When your child does go through consequences for inappropriate behavior or 
poor choices don’t pull back from the relationship.  They can be grounded and still have you spend time with 
them.  Young people whom I have met through the years all know that their parents love them when they’re 
“right,” but live with a fear that they won’t be loved when they are “wrong.”  Let them know that you love 
them when they are wrong.

Most take this Scripture to mean only spiritual training.  No doubt, it does include that, but it also would pertain 
to training in the world of finances, in developing responsibility, and in personal relationships just to name a 
few.  I wonder sometimes if the reason that we see so much anger in young people is that we’re not prepar-
ing them for the world into which they are walking.  Anger is an emotional response to not getting what you 
want.  Young people tell me all the time that they’re angry, and they don’t know why.  As I spend time with 
them and help them process what they feel and think, I sense that they just aren’t ready to hit the world run-
ning, and it angers them.
